In our welding lab, safety is our number one priority! In preparing for your welding course, required
protected gear is included in course cost. Please also wear appropriate clothing to class every night to
ensure your safety. Proper clothing includes long pants or jeans with no holes or frays, a long sleeve shirt,
and work boots. No tennis shoes allowed.

Shielded Metal Arc Welding (VTE711)

This 80-hour course will provide participants with
a thorough, technical understanding of shielded
metal arc welding, welding safety, power
sources (AC and DC), electrode classifications,
and electrode selection (E6010 & 7018). It also
provides training to develop the skills necessary
to make quality shielded metal arc welds in
